Always take off
and put on glasses with both hands. Using one hand may break glasses.

(OTo prevent damage to the glasses, do NOT store with hard or metal objects or in any place that may
possibly scratch the lenses.

Loose screws can fall out
and become lost during use.

(ODo NOT apply pressure to the glasses for long periods of time. Be careful when carrying glasses
around with you and when storing. External pressure can cause deforming and damage to the
glasses even when stored in the semi-hard case.

(OTo prevent deforming and damage to the glasses, do NOT store in a car or places subject to
temperature extremes.

(OHigh heat and high humidity can cause the lens coating to peel.
