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Improper care and storage of this product can shorten its lifespan.

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Hand wash in a bathtub or sink. To maintain the quality of the fabric and
down, wash using a down specific cleaner.
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© Fill a tub or sink with lukewarm water and add down o: ('\

specific cleaner. Close all zippers, gently roll up the sleeping

bag, put into the laundry net and submerge completely. @

Press down lightly on soiled areas to remove soil and stains. or
© Discard soapy water and rinse thoroughly. If the product

isn't rinsed thoroughly, the fabric may stain. @ While still in

the laundry net, put into a washing machine (front loading is
recommended) and run the spin cycle for 5 minutes before

drying. To remove excess water by hand, push down on the f%,'/
product gently to squeeze out excess water. After removing v
most of the water, wrap with a towel to absorb remaining

water. O If your sleeping bag is heavily soiled, bring it to a

cleaning store which can wash sleeping bags.
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@ After the spin cycle, it is important to dry the product
immediately in a large dryer at a low heat setting. When the
product is 80% dry, take it out of the laundry net, fully open
the zipper and put back in the dryer to finish, evenly spread-
ing out the bag inside the drum. @ Drying on high settings
can damage the product’s fabric. Check often to make sure
there is no overheating and down is not clumping. Although
the product may appear dry, the down inside may still be
damp. After drying, we recommend laying the product out to
shade dry in a place with plenty of ventilation for up to a week
to dry completely.
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OAfter using, allow the product to shade dry in a place with plenty of ventilation.

(ODo not store for extended periods of time compressed in its stuff sack. Store loosely
in the laundry net in a cool, dry place out of direct sunlight.
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
