B Description

This large-sized, lightweight water carrier is equipped with a slide lock system that is easy to use and
maintain. Removing the slide lock handle allows the carrier to collapse into a compact size, making it
conveniently portable. The lightweight main body is made of material that prevents water from devel-
oping odors.

(ODo NOT boil. Boiling may damage the product.

OAfter use, wash, wipe off excess water with a towel and dry thoroughly before storing.

OAfter using, always wash the product with a soft sponge and soap.

OMold can start to grow if liquids are left in the product for long periods of time.

OFor liquids other than water, such as sports drinks, be sure to wash thoroughly after use. Liquids
can transfer smells and color to the product, and sugar can start the growth of mold.

(ODo NOT fill with gasoline or other fuels.

(ODo NOT fill with oil or oil-containing liquid.

(ODo NOT fill with hot contents. Heat may damage the product.

(ODo NOT fill completely when freezing. Liquid expansion may cause damage or leakage.

(ODo NOT fill with dry ice, carbonated drinks, liquids that can spoil easily, such as milk, dairy prod-
ucts, and juices. Gases can increase the pressure inside the carrier causing damage to the
valve or leakage.

OAlthough this product has excellent antibacterial properties, it will not prevent the growth of mold.

OuUiltraviolet light and use over time can cause the product to yellow. However, this discoloration
has no affect on the performance of the product.

(OThe natural break down of the material can cause it to become sticky, crack and peel. If you
notice any of these signs, stop using the product.

(OThe contents of the carrier will empty out if the tube is removed when full.

OAuvoid dropping from heights, bumping and strong shocks. Product may break.

OWhen moving the carrier, make sure it is sealed correctly.

(ODo NOT lift or carry by the hose. May damage the product.

(ODo NOT transport the carrier when full. Though this product is extremely watertight, pressure to
the carrier may cause it to leak.

(ODo NOT use with sharp objects inside backpack. May puncture product.

(ODo NOT pull hard on the leash. May damage the product.

(ODo NOT modify or alter this product. Improper modifications and alterations can damage the
product and impair functionality.

(OChoking hazard. Keep small parts away from children.

H Prior to use, inspect this product for:

[ICracks, damage or leaking on the main body, tube, drinking valve and slide lock bar.
[ ILeaking where the main body and tube are connected.

O Using the Slide Lock Handle
Attach and remove the slide lock handle as shown in Fig. A. When inserting the slide lock
handle, make sure the main body's flaps are on the outside edges of the slide lock handle (Fig.
B). Turn the lock lever to secure the slide lock handle to the main body so that it does not fall
out (Fig. C).

O Using the Valve -
OOpen and close the valve at the end of the tube (Fig.D)
as shown in Fig. D.

O Connecting/disconnecting the tube to the main body
(Dinsert the tube into the carrier’ s connector. The tube will click into place (Fig. E).
(@Pinch the sides of the tube to release it from the carrier’ s connector (Fig.F).

O How to Dry

OBYy inserting the slide lock handle through the
opening (Fig. G), you can prop open the mouth
wide, allowing for it to dry easily. Does not need to
be turned over when drying. Drying in a face up
position is faster and more effective.

are Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of this product.

%It is easier to clean the tube and the bladder with the Trail Water Pack Maintenance Kit
(sold separately).

OAfter use, wash and air dry thoroughly.

(ODo NOT use metal scrubbers or metal polish, which can damage the product.

(OWhen washing, use lukewarm water and a mild soap.

OIIf using with a sports drink or anything other than water, take extra care when washing.

ODo NOT use paint thinner, benzene, metal scrubbers, metal polish or cleansers. These can
cause rusting and damage the product.

(ODo NOT use chlorine bleach.

(ODo NOT sterilize by boiling. High temperatures can cause the parts to warp, which can possibly
lead to leaks.

OThe seal will deteriorate after extended use. Replace if water leaks from the connector.
