Prior to Nylon Coating
use, check the wire for damage. If the lace is damaged or has

snapped, please follow the instructions below on how to replace the gpeaeﬁ%ﬁ:tain'ess
lace. If you do not have a spare lace, in emergency situations it is

possible to lace the shoes through the guides with whatever cord-
age you may have on hand.

OFor replacing the wire by yourself, please follow the instructions below and purchase a Repair Wire.
OMontbell Stores and Montbell Customer Service can also replace laces
(However, there is a fee for replacements done by Customer Service)

Olf laces are not moving through the plastic guides correctly, lubricate the laces with silicone spray (sold
separately).

+ Any area that receives exposure from direct sunlight.
* A car trunk or other area subject to high temperatures.
