Stop using immediately if
you notice any damage or irregularities. Make sure to secure any loosening during use.

OWhen front carrying an inward-facing child, make sure that the child's head doesn't interfere with
your vision or walking.

OPrior to use, practice wearing the baby carrier without a child and adjust waist harness and shoulder
straps.

OWhen back carrying a child, adjust length of the shoulder straps slightly longer than when front
carrying.

OWear the waist harness slightly higher when the back panel is longer than child's height. Insert a
towel or cushion underneath the child to adjust height.
